Europe is the oldest continent in the world, in 1999, Western Europe had 146 million of inhabitant more than 60 and taking into consideration also Eastern Europe, the total European population is more than 200 million. Following the United Nation demographic projections, in the year 2050, all Europe will have more than 300 inhabitants older than 60. This data suggest that all sciences and professions relevant for the ageing phenomenon will should contribute to increasing quality of life and well being of those million of inhabitants. Preliminary Report on the Task Force on Psychology and Aging – Part: Questionnaire on Teaching, Research, and Application of Geropsychology in Europe.

Martin Pinquart
On main goal of the Task Force was to get an overview over teaching, research, and application of Geropsychology in Europe. For doing that, a questionnaire was developed that should be sent to key persons from all European countries. Note that we did not want to limit our search to EFPA members.   

In order to identify key persons from the field of geropsychology, the EFPA Head Office asked all EFPA members to nominate key persons. With the help of the EFPA, we got names of key persons from 10 out of 31 EFPA members (from Austria, Belgium, Czech Republic, Denmark, Finland, Israel, Iceland, Norway, Sweden, Spain), and key persons from nine of them answered our questionnaire.

In order to identify additional key persons, we, first, checked electronical data bases (PsycInfo; Behavioural and Social Sciences) for publications in the field of Geropsychology from other European countries. As almost no entries were available from Eastern European countries, we also checked the web-pages of the main universities of these countries for courses in geropsychology and colleagues who teach these courses. Unfortunately, information was often not available in English or there seemed to be no coursed in Geropsychology. Finally, we contacted the national gerontological associations for key persons in the field of geropsychology. In sum, persons or institutes from all European countries were contacted. If we did not get an answer and reminder letters remained unanswered, we tried to identify alternative persons, if possible.

As can be seen from this list, we have got answers from all Northern European countries, from most Western and Southern European countries, but relatively few answers from Eastern Europe. In addition, we did almost get no answers from the smallest European countries (e.g., Cyprus, Luxemburg, Malta), probably, because there are very few persons working in the field of Geropsychology who were difficult to contact. 

Colleagues from three more countries declared that they would be willing to answer our questionnaire in the near future, after receiving information from other colleagues from their countries.

The questionnaire consists of three parts. In the following paragraphs, we want to give a short overview over main results of the questionnaires. 

Research on Geropsychology 
In our questionnaire we asked about research on geropsychology with regard to 19 common topics. In addition, respondents could add further topics. As can be seen from Figure 1, research on dementia and on cognitive aging was most important in the countries under investigation. Interestingly, prevention and intervention (e.g., psychotherapy, counselling) was no important topic in almost all countries. The means probably overestimate the mean amount of gerontopsychological research in Europe, as it was difficult to get answers from countries in which no research in that field is done. 
Main sources of funding were foundations, followed by the state, and universities.  
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There were large differences between the countries. In order to get an overview how important aging research is in the 25 countries, we computed the average levels across the 19 research topics for each country. As shown in Figure 2, there is no or almost no research on psychology and aging in Byelorussia, Serbia, Bosnia-Herzegovina, and Macedonia. However, there is broad research in geropsychology in Western and Northern Europe.   
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Sixty-tow percent of the key persons reported that researchers of their countries participate in international research networks in the field of geropsychology, in most cases with neighbouring countries. 

Unfortunately, European research in geropsychology is often less known to European researchers than research from the U.S. Thus, we wanted to know where the European psychologists publish their work, and whether it is published in English. According to the key persons, more research is published in the native language than in English language. Across all 25 countries, the number of international publications that have been published in the last 5 years was estimated as 1500. In addition, about 1200 publications appeared in native languages. As shown in Figure 3, only in one third of the countries, most research is published in international journals in English language. Discrepancies between doing a lot of research and not publishing them in English appeared for Lithonia, Bosnia-Herzegovina, and Macedonia. 
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The key persons estimated that, per country, 16 dissertations in the field of geropsychology have been finished in the last five years. The numbers were highest for Spain, Sweden, the Netherlands, and Germany. No dissertations on psychology of aging were completed in Byelorussia, Bosnia, Macedonia, Lithonia, Turkey, and Estonia. 

There are full professors in geropsychology only in 10 out of 25 countries, and the mean numbers of full professors across the other countries was 4.

Teaching Geropsychology in 25 European Countries

We limited our search to the role of geropsychology in the training of psychologists. We first, asked for the main topics of teaching geropsychology. As shown in Figure 4, aging-related topics are most often taught in the field of developmental psychology and clinical psychology (mental illness in old age).  
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The countries differed considerably in the amount of teaching geropsychological topics. In Byelorussia, Serbia, Finland, Portugal, Turkey, and Israel, there were only few aging-relevant topics included in a minority of psychology programs. According to the key persons, aging-related topics were most broadly included in the training of Swedish students.   
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Postgraduate programs on geropsychology or gerontology were available in 46% of the countries under investigation (Austria, Czech Republic, Denmark, Germany, Greece, Israel, Netherlands, Norway, Switzerland, Sweden, Spain). In 60% of these programs, training is mainly academic, and in 40% mainly professional. 

In addition, 29% of the key persons reported that geropsychology is a regular topic of postgraduate training in clinical psychology or psychotherapy. These programs are mainly professional (73%) rather than academic (27%).

Application of Geropsychology

In the final part of the questionnaire, we wanted to know the main fields of application of geropsychology, perceived needs for future application, and the number of psychologists who work mainly in the field of aging. As shown in the next Figure, clinical work and social work are the most important fields of application of geropsychology. Key persons from three fourth of the countries reported that geropsychology is applied in the clinical field. However, only 15% reported an application of geropsychology in the field of work and retirement. 
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The countries varied considerably on whether there was a broad application of geropsychology.  Nonetheless, respondents from two thirds of the countries reported three main fields of application of geropsychology. The question how many clinical psychologists with a main focus on geropsychology are active in their countries, was obviously difficult to answer, and 6 key persons could not provide this information. In the other countries, the estimations of the number of psychologists varied considerably, from 0 (Byelorussia, Bosnia, Estonia, Serbia, Turkey) to 800 (Sweden) (Mean=92, SD=197).     

We also asked in which fields geropsychology is not yet applied yet, but should be further applied in the future. Prevention and promotion of healthy aging were most often mentioned (35%), followed by adult education (15%), the social field (15%), and work/retirement (15%).  
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Conclusions

As we are still hoping to get some further questionnaires back, and as we did not get information from many a larger number of countries, we can only draw some preliminary conclusions.

1. Some Eastern European countries may need support in establishing research in the field of psychology and aging. As many Western countries have a long experience in that field, I would suggest offering forms of international cooperation (e.g., exchange of scientists).

2. More research should be published in international/European journals. The new European Journal on Gerontology may help. European journals should offer some support for colleagues who are not (yet) fluent in English. 

3. As the number of older adults is increasing in all European countries, we aging-related topics have to be included in the training of undergraduates. This is especially the case for those Eastern European countries where aging-related topics are not yet included in training programs. 

Postgraduate trainings in geropsychology can probably not be established in all European countries, as small countries have only one or very few departments that teach psychology, as many other problems have to be solved in the restructuring of their system of higher education, and as in these countries may not be psychologists who are trained in geropsychology. A solution would be to make available programs open for postgraduate students from other European countries. With regard to application, a stronger focus on prevention and on promotion of a healthy aging would

Decision about Internet search:

· Focus on Training: search “gerontology, ageing/aging, psychology”
