We are writing to draw your attention to the situation

regarding the use of the MMPI-2 in Greece.
A growing number of complaints are reaching our
Association regarding the scientific validation of the
MMPI-2 for use in Greece and the way the test is distrib-
uted commercially by the ISON company. 
To be specific: 
a) Regarding scientific validation:  We have been
informed by ISON that they possess the sole rights to the
test in Greece and that the MMPI-1 will be withdrawn by
2006, after which the MMPI-2 will be the only form of the
test available. However, they have not so far given any
information as to whether the test has been standardized
in Greece or not. This of course renders the test unreli-

able as its use in Greece cannot be based on standard-
ization data from the USA or other countries. ISON's
MMPI-2 manual mentions only that the instrument has
been translated by Anna Kokkevi and that the translation
has been approved by you. It gives no other information
at all, not even who A. Kokkevi is (Professor in the
University of Athens), what her qualifications are or
which institution she represents.
Greek professionals have information to the effect that
this translation is valid, from Dr. Kokkevi's chapter in J.
Butcher's book International Adaptations of the MMPI-2
(Minneapolis: University of Minn. Press, 1996). However
this book is not mentioned in ISON's suggested bibliog-
raphy. It is also curious that the adaptation and standard-
ization study conducted by Dr. Kokkevi and her co-work-
ers from the Department of Psychiatry of the University of
Athens has not been publicized in any way, even though
its methodology is included in the above article.
b) Regarding the distribution of the MMPI-2:  ISON refus-
es to sell MMPI-2 material to Greek psychologists unless
they attend ISON's training workshops. "Experienced
users" are required to train for 3 days, 7 hours per day at
a cost of 650 €. As for "new users", they must be trained
for 5 days, 7 hours per day and pay 650 €.
To make matters worse the cost of a starter set (includ-
ing 5 test booklets, 10 answer sheets and computer
scoring for 10 tests) is 480 €. This brings the minimum
cost to 930 € and 1.130 € for "experienced" and "new"
users, respectively, which is an excessive sum (especial-
ly bearing in mind Greek standards for salaries and the
cost of living). Worst of all, however, is that whereas the
majority of Greek Psychologists use hand scoring keys
for the MMPI, ISON does not provide hand scoring keys
at all. This means that one must pay ISON 72 € for the
scoring and interpretation of a single protocol. We have
made a careful survey of international MMPI-2 distribu-
tion services and have not found any other country,
including the USA, in which: (1) training by the distribut-
ing company is mandatory; (2) hand scoring keys are
not made available; and (3) prices for computer scoring
and interpretation are so high. We therefore consider
ISON's commercial policy to be totally unacceptable. We
wonder if you are aware of these aspects of the distribu-
tion of the MMPI-2 in Greece.
It is our contention that ISON's policy, in regard to both
their scientific and commercial practices, is detrimental
to the status of an instrument of such high reputation
internationally as the MMPI.
We regret to say that unless ISON comply with interna-
tional professional practices, which were followed by Dr.
Kokkevi and the staff of the Department of Psychiatry of
the University of Athens for the past 25 years, our
Association will be forced to withdraw its support from
the use of the test in Greece. We look forward to your
response as soon as possible.
